Dear Parents/Guardians:

To help with the transition to Middle School, you are invited to attend a scheduling informational meeting for
parents/guardians of current fifth grade students entering sixth grade for the 2024-2025 school year at
Memorial Middle School. The meeting will take place on Tuesday, February 6, 2024 from 6:30 – 7:30
p.m. in the Memorial Auditorium. The agenda for the meeting will include information about sixth grade
course selections, programs available to students, and the transition to middle school. Parents will also have
an opportunity to ask questions about the presented information. This meeting is only intended for parents.

Memorial school counselor, Mrs. Renee Green, will be visiting the Memorial feeder elementary buildings
following the parent meeting to meet with all of the fifth grade students to share a similar presentation.
Scheduling and course information will be presented and students will have an opportunity to ask questions.
At that time, your student will receive a copy of their course recommendations for English Language Arts
(ELA) and Math. They will also be directed to select elective choices with your consent.

The evening
will last approximately one hour and 30 minutes and students and parents can feel free to come and go as they
please.
