To help with the transition to Middle School, you are invited to attend a scheduling informational meeting for
parents/guardians of current fifth grade students entering sixth grade for the 2025-2026 school year at Memorial
Middle School. The meeting will take place on Tuesday, February 4, from 6:00-7:00pm in the Memorial
Auditorium.
